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BREAD FOR THE WORLD
2016 Offering of Letters
Theme: Survive and Thrive

Please plan to take a few minutes after Mass
on the weekend of June 4/5 to join other
Parishioners in preparing letters to our Senators in
support of the 2016 Bread for the World (BFW)
Offering of Letters campaign. The campaign will
focus on ensuring US funding for programs that
improve nutrition and health of mothers and
children, key to ending chronic hunger. The funding
will also improve productivity of small farmers
(nearly half are women) which will help them to
deal with challenges they face in producing their
own food.

Tackling hunger and poverty in Zambia
requires dealing with HIV and AIDS as well. AIDS
is the leading cause of death for African teens
meaning they were likely HIV positive as very
young children. The connection between nutrition
and health is becoming more understood in countries
like the US and in developing countries like Zambia.
At St. Francis, a Church-related mission hospital in
eastern Zambia, nutrition and treatment for HIV
already go hand-in-hand. At 7:30 each morning, one
wing of the hospital is already full of adults and
children. A staff person leads a workshop on eating
well for the first group arriving one day. Colin
MWale, a 6-year-old boy who is HIV positive and
his mother, Felistas Miti Mwale, are in the group. A
nurse takes a medical history and checks Colin’s
physical and mental development. Another staffer
speaks to Felistas about what they eat at home and
specific advice is given on important nutrition
changes needed.

Your letters in these BFW campaigns are
effective. This social justice/advocacy effort in
combination with charitable works is what Jesus
asks us to do in following him. More information
about programs supported will appear in future
bulletins. Details about the actual letter writing
process on the weekend of June 4/5 will be included,
but in general we will follow the same process as
used the last few years.

JUBILEE YEAR OF MERCY
December 8, 2015-November 20, 2016

Announcing the Jubilee Year of Mercy, Pope
Francis challenged us to proclaim God’s mercy “to
everyone without exception...again and again, with
new enthusiasm and renewed pastoral action.”
Pentecost proclaims that the door locked for fifty
days is thrown open at last. No longer closed in on
itself, the community speaks to crowds from
different backgrounds, distant lands, exotic
languages. Everyone hears their native language.
The Spirit does not restore Babel’s uniformity, but
forges unity-in-diversity of language, race,
nationality ~ -embracing all without exception.
During this Jubilee Year of Mercy, Pentecost’s Spirit
summons us afresh from mediocrity and isolation to
share God’s mercy with the world. “This is our
mission!” Francis exclaims. We are “given the gift
of the ‘tongue’ of the Gospel and the ‘fire’ of the
Holy Spirit, so that while we proclaim Jesus risen,
living and present in our midst, we may warm...the
heart of the peoples, drawing near to Him, the way,

the truth, and the life.”
