Please join us on the weekend of June 10/11
when our Parish will hold its BFW letter writing
campaign as we have done for several years. BFW
is a Christian, bipartisan organization that urges our
nation’s decision-makers to end hunger and food
insecurity at home and abroad. Only by changing
policies, programs, and conditions that allow hunger
and food insecurity to persist, will we eventually end
hunger. This advocacy for social justice is as
important as our charitable works to provide basic
human needs to all.

The United States and other nations have
made substantial progress cutting extreme poverty in
half over the past 30 years. Yet, nearly 800 million
people worldwide are still hungry and 1 in 6 children
in the US lives in a family that struggles with
hunger. Families, churches, community groups and
businesses all need to be doing their parts to end
hunger but they cannot do it alone.

This will be a
challenging year. Programs such as those mentioned
above that help families alleviate hunger and get out
of poverty are threatened with deep funding cuts.

Your letters in these offerings are effective and are
one of the best ways to demonstrate to our Congress
representatives that you really care about the issue.
